Canada and, more specifically, the
large Canadian urban centres continue
to be a destination for immigrants as
they have throughout Canada!s history.
Some of these new immigrants coming
to Canada already believe in Christ as
their Saviour, but many are not yet
connected to Christ in a saving faith
relationship. Most of these first
generation immigrants are unable to
speak or comprehend the English
language. Many of the church leaders in
these immigrant communities exhibit an
extremely mature faith strengthened by
what Luther calls [prayer],

[meditation, study], and
[trial]!

The Christian church in Canada is
presented with at least two challenges
due to the influx of these new
Canadians: evangelizing those who are
not yet Christian and utilizing the gifts
and talents of these new Canadian
Christians and equipping for ministry
those who are identified as spiritual
leaders within their communities. Such
is the case in Edmonton and Winnipeg
for the LCC.

The Seminary has developed a
course of study in order to meet the
needs of the church community and to
prepare students within these special
circumstances."PAT#intends to
theologically form and equip the student
so that he might be certified for
ordination into the Sacred Office of the

Holy Ministry for the purpose of serving
a specific Christian community, the
church-at-large (including the members
of a Lutheran congregation, English-
speaking and non-English-speaking),
and those who are not yet believers in
Jesus Christ. Two students are currently
enrolled in the course, James Kay from
Edmonton and Asefa Aredos from
Winnipeg.

The Seminary has developed a
course of study in order to meet the
needs of the church community and to
prepare students within these special
circumstances."PAT#intends to
theologically form and equip the student
so that he might be certified for
ordination into the Sacred Office of the

Holy Ministry for the purpose of serving
a specific Christian community, the
church-at-large (including the members
of a Lutheran congregation, English-
speaking and non-English-speaking),
and those who are not yet believers in
Jesus Christ. Two students are currently
enrolled in the course, James Kay from
Edmonton and Asefa Aredos from
Winnipeg.

Sudan. He was born in the midst of war
between the Sudanese people, amongst
the Muslims and Christians. He left his
village to move to the city to hear God
calling him with songs. James was
baptized in Sudan and immigrated later
to Canada. He has become an integral
part of a refugee group that regularly
meets at and participates in the church
community at Grace Lutheran Church. In
addition to looking after his family and

Dr. Robert Rosin, Professor of
Historical Theology and Executive
Director of Institute for Reformation

Louis, Missouri, was the first speaker
invited as part of a ten year 95 Theses
Festivities series leading up to the
500th anniversary in 2017. Dr. Rosin
spoke about"Luther as a Missionary#
and "Luther becoming a Reformer.#He
also preached at the series! concluding
gathering, a Reformation Worship
Service at Grace Lutheran Church in
downtown Edmonton. The series
included a Cultural Evening organized
and hosted by Concordia University
College of Alberta with music by CUCA
Concert Choir and a presentation by Dr.

His discussion introduced indicators of
health and systems, specifically Bowen
Systems Theory, to address worker and
institutional health.  With the audience
he surveyed models, books, resources,
and personnel that have distinguished
themselves in the field. Using a biblical
approach Pastor Hilderman talked
about church worker health and its
applications to the parish.

Rev. Hilderman has served as pastor
at Trinity Lutheran Church, Abbotsford

since 1997. His education included
studies at the University of Saskatche-
wan, Lutheran Theological Seminary
and others. His experience includes
service in parish ministry, as a college
teacher, and as a prison chaplain of
Canada. He has also served on boards
and task forces for the church.

Proposed Faculty Member & Endowment
Concordia Lutheran Seminary is asking
family, friends, and leaders of the
Seminary to join together to fund a
faculty position for a fifth professor of
theology. The Seminary intends to fund
the costs of the position  through an
endowment of $1,300,000 which is
being developed through gifts in cash,
binding pledges, and irrevocable trusts.
The raised money is creating the fund to
generate income interest that covers
the costs.

The faculty member who will be
invited to hold this professorial chair will

be a scholar in his field and, like all our
professors, will provide our students
with the highest quality teaching. This
position provides vital professional
support for faculty and sharing of both
academic and administrative duties at
the Seminary.

The fund will augment present full
time faculty in such areas as church
history, missions and evangelism, stew-
ardship, Christian care and counseling,
and Christian spirituality.

Each professor currently
carries at least two administrative
portfolios in addition to his teaching
load.
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The chair gives additional resources
to provide academic lectures and semi-
nars to the greater community and gives
every faculty member more time to
spend in extended research. Funding
supports a professor!s earnings, re-
search, secretarial expenses, and other
tasks related to the work of the profes-
sorship. With the addition of a new pro-
fessor, administrative loads will be
lightened for each professor and
programs like distance education will
receive renewed attention and
management.

Bethel Lutheran Church in Sherwood
Park, Alberta hosted the opening
service of the 25th year of programs at
Concordia Lutheran Seminary for the
academic year 2008-2009 on
September 7th. The Seminary commu-
nity rejoiced that God has provided
seventeen M.Div. students (two fourth-
year, one third year, three vicars, six
second-year, five first-year), one P.A.T.
student, one M.T.S. student, one Open
Studies student, and five colloquy
students. They come from across
Canada and from Hong Kong! They bring
diverse life experiences as married and
single, former members of the work
force and recently graduated students.
